The Savill Building 

A design for our time
The curve of The Savill Building 
roof echoes the rolling terrain of 
the surrounding Great Park. The 
interior is just as spectacular, with 
twelve miles of timber interwoven 
into an arching fretwork. 

The timber for the floor and roof 
was harvested on the Windsor 
Estate and the building seems to 
float above the ground, with side 
walls entirely of glass, providing 
views of the surrounding trees  
and sky.

Whilst drawing on centuries of 
history, The Savill Building is 
innovative and contemporary, 
expressing the spirit of the  
21st century. 

The building has made its  
mark in Windsor Great Park, 
winning national awards for  
its groundbreaking design, 
construction and use of 
sustainable resources. 

Short listed for the RIBA Stirling 
Prize, the building has won a 
number awards for design and 
construction including three  
Wood awards and sits as a  
proud showcase to the skills  
and talents of British architects 
and craftsmen.

The Royal Landscape

The Savill Garden is part of The Royal Landscape, an area 
covering over 1,000 acres in the southeast corner of Windsor 
Great Park. The Royal Landscape is made up of three key 
features; The Savill Garden, Valley Gardens and Virginia Water 
and the areas connecting these together.

The Valley Gardens
A 15 minute walk through  
The Royal Landscape brings 
visitors to The Valley Gardens, 
beside Virginia Water Lake.  
These gardens, also landscaped 
by Sir Eric Savill, are set in the 
deep lakeside valleys that give 
them their name. They are a 
delight at any time of year, but 
reach the peak of perfection 
from March to June, when 
visitors can enjoy the Azalea 
display for which the gardens  
are famous. Follow the signs 
during May to visit the 
magnificent Punchbowl.

Virginia Water
First dammed and flooded  
in 1753, Virginia Water was,  
until the creation of the great 
reservoirs, the largest man-made 
body of water in the British Isles.

Visitors can still admire the 
ornamental cascade from the  
18th century and a ‘Roman 
temple’ built from columns and 
lintels from the ancient city of 
Leptis Magna in the early 19th 
century. One of the area’s more 
recent additions is a towering 
100-foot high Totem Pole, a  
gift from the government of  
British Columbia.

Royal Patronage
Developed under the patronage of 
Kings and Queens, The Savill Garden 
was created by Sir Eric Savill, grand 
master of the woodland garden, in 
the 1930s. Since then, the garden has 
grown, with the encouragement of 
the Royal Family, many of whom are 
keen gardeners.
