This production lasts two hours with a twenty minute interval and is suitable for the whole family, with lots of jokes, fun for all, audience participation, songs and dances. The performance begins at 6.30pm and gates open at 6pm. There is also the treat of being able to picnic from 6pm on The Lawns.
